It is fully charged with spiritual vibrations
which help a disciple to develop quickly on the spir-
itual path. Due to the spiritual significance of this
place, many Siddhas live in the Mission.” We would
very much like to collaborate with KMT to cre-
ate a KMT website, a on-line portal into the life
of Yogi Gupta’s Mission in India.
